And of 
course a BIG thank you to all who contributed to the celebration lunch 
and have made a financial commitment for 2010. As of November 24, 
we have 126 commitments totaling $345,206. For comparison purposes 
we had 142 commitments in 2009. Of the 126 commitments we have so 
far this year, 27 of them are new and 40 of them are increases from last 
year! It’s not too late to make your commitment for 2010 if you have 
not done so already.

Financial Peace University (FPU) is a 13-week life-
changing program that teaches you to achieve your 
financial goals by eliminating debt, saving for the 
future, and giving like never before. You will be 
challenged and motivated to make a plan for your 
money and change your family tree forever.  In the 
past year, participants at St. Anne’s have eliminated 
almost $40,000 in debt!  The next session will run Tuesdays from 7-

course on Sunday Dec. 20th at 9:45am and 12:00pm. 
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This year’s Nominating Committee will soon discern its candidates to 
become new Vestry leaders. St. Anne’s welcomes any member who 
feels called to this ministry to step forward as an “at large” 
candidate for Vestry service. At-large nominations must be 
submitted to Greg Said, Senior Warden, in written form with attached 
signatures of five (5) voting members of the congregation no later 
than four weeks prior to the annual meeting. The annual parish 
meeting will be Sunday, January 31, 2010. 
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I t's time to swim upstream again – the Church's own "salmon 
run" of sorts.  When salmon swim upstream in the fall, they are 
intent on giving birth to a new generation – even though the 
spawn is not complete until the mature fish give up their lives.  
Advent, which began this Sunday, draws our attention to the 
End – our own and that of the entire world as we know it. All 
this must come to pass before Christ’s new order and eternal 
reign can begin.   
 
The Church makes this journey even as the craze of Yuletide 
glitz and glamour, punctuated by electronic carols and LED 
brilliance (that began in late August & September), reaches a 
fever pitch. A local Christian radio station (which I look forward 
to listening to again after they give up their current madness) 
has dedicated its airwaves to 60 days of Christmas that began 
October 25th and will end December 25th.  Is there a 
problem? Isn't that what's supposed to happen this time of year – 
a focus on joy and light?   
 
Rather than focusing on jingles and wrapping paper, Advent in 
the Church brings prophetic warnings to straighten up and live 
with watchful readiness. Children's attention to behavior and 
their watchfulness is more closely related than we might want to 
think (lest errors and inattention prevent Santa from including 
them in his blessed visitation). How will you keep Advent this 
year – swimming upstream in the midst of a culture that creates 
a powerful current rushing precisely the opposite direction? –
preparing to greet our King and Judge who comes not only as an 
infant at Christmas, but ultimately to separate the Saved and the 

Lost?  – preparing to welcome Jesus each day to take 
the throne of our hearts? 
 
Will I decorate our home for the holidays before 
December 24th? Oh yeah (except for the Christmas 
tree, which will wait ‘til at least December 20th.) Will 
our backyard spruces twinkle with lights announcing 
to Hamilton-Mason Rd passersby that something 
special is about to happen? Yep. Will I do Christmas 
shopping?  Yep – already have done a fair bit.  But in 
the curious and wonderful schizophrenia that is 
Advent for believers in 21st century America, I will 
also let my heart yearn to the great hymns of Advent 
and their plaintive plea, “O come, O come, 
Emmanuel”.   
 
Being Christian can be like swimming upstream - in, 
but not of this world - right down to living so that this 
life will pass precisely so that a new life can be 
welcomed.  Welcome to living waters!
