Shrove Tuesday gets its name from the 
ritual of shriving, when the faithful 
confessed their sins to the local priest 
and received forgiveness before the 
Lenten season began. Shrove Tuesday, 
or Fat Tuesday as it is often called in 
New Orleans, historically marked the 
beginning of the 40-day Lenten fasting 
period when the faithful were 
forbidden by the church to consume 
meat, butter, eggs, or milk. Since the 
people didn’t want their stored up food 
to go bad, they would make 
PANCAKES on Shrove Tuesday. 
 
In order to honor this tradition, the 
Young Adults in Church (YAC) group will prepare and serve a 
pancake supper for St. Anne’s. The supper will be served from 
5:00 until 7:00 PM on Tuesday, February 16. We hope to see 
everyone there!

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A n article in the August 2000 “Epistle” reports 
the vestry’s efforts to generate a vision 

statement to accompany St. Anne’s existing mission 
statement and “provide focused direction to our work.” 
This was the result: “Working Together to Know Christ 
and Make Him Known.” Most of you will recognize this 
statement: it appears on our website, on clergy business 
cards, and in a multitude of other contexts of our life 
together. 
 
Our new mission statement, then, developed by the 
current vestry after gathering input from all of us, will 
not sound very . . . well . . . new. 
 
Saint Anne Episcopal Church is a vibrant community  
drawn together to know Christ and to make Christ 
known. 
 
We have stated clearly that the center of our life together 
has not changed in recent years: that center continues to 
be our desire to grow ever closer to Jesus Christ and to 
bring the Gospel message out the church doors and into 
the world. 
 
St. Anne’s Core Values, adopted by the vestry, along 
with the above mission statement, at its December 14, 
2009, meeting, reveal a similar echo of previous years. 
Our outgoing mission statement, currently seen in 
splendid gold letters in the narthex, is this: “The mission 
of Saint Anne Episcopal Church is to bring people closer 
to God by encouraging each other to deepen our 
relationship with Christ. We strive to accomplish this 
mission through worship, teaching through the 
scriptures, fellowship and service to others.” The 
following are statements of our “new” Core Values, an 
explication of what we mean by “knowing Christ and 
making Christ known”: 
 
We live out this mission in our commitment to Christian 
formation through  
 
Worship: Worshipping God is central to our faith 

journey. We value spirited music, 
enthusiastic participation, and Prayer 
Book worship in its full range of 
expression.

Education: We are committed to rich and varied 
learning—informational, experiential, 
practical, and spiritual—across all age 
groups and for every stage of inquiry.  

 
Outreach: We share our many blessings and “give 

the Gospel feet,” striving to address the 
physical, social, and spiritual needs of 
those outside the Saint Anne family, near 
and far. 

Deep  
Fellowship:  We practice the care of others by 

affirming, supporting, and challenging one 
another. 

 
If we compare these values to the outgoing mission 
statement, it is clear that our commitment to worship, 
education, outreach, and deep fellowship have not 
changed. 
 
So why all this work over the past four months? 
 
Our mission statement and core values affirm to 
ourselves and shout out to others who we are, what we 
believe our purpose to be, and how we accomplish that 
purpose. Every now and then—about every four years, 
experts suggest—it’s good to revisit these ideas. It 
causes us to consider the hard questions and to say out 
loud, finally, the answers. It makes us ask whether we 
are being true to ourselves and to the God we serve as 
the Body of Christ. It invites us to discern if God is 
calling us to move in a different direction. It invites 
everyone into the conversation so that the ideas we 
affirm represent our truest common understanding. 
 
Our next step? During the remaining months of our 
program year, February through May, we will review 
our ministries using these statements as the lens, 
determining how those ministries bear out our mission 
and core values. More to come . . .

N o other place in the liturgy does the church and the 
world intersect more directly than in the Prayers of the 
People. The deacon is charged with bringing the cares and 
the injustices of the world to the church, even if it makes the 
church a bit uncomfortable. Reading the Prayers of the 
People, the deacon is symbolizing his or her role as the 
“border runner”, the one who moves among the poor, the ill, 
and the mistreated, and brings their issues to Christ’s church.  
The purpose is to engage the congregation in rectifying the 
injustices in the world.   
 
Announcing the thanksgivings is intended to communicate 
hope, and announcing the deaths is intended to mobilize 
caring hearts to comfort the bereaved. It is fitting to include 
national and international needs, as well as needs and 
thanksgivings which a parishioner believes should be 
brought to the people of Christ for prayer. 
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Episcopalians have been criticized for being “rote” and 
prescribed in these prayers. An argument against that 
thought is that we are acting as one voice. We are a 
community with prayerful  energy  uniting in our hearts 
and words to petition and thank God as one body. There 
is great power behind many voices acting as one.

In today’s society, many experience loneliness. It 
affects people of all ages and of all races, social strata 
and creeds. Chances are all of us have felt the need for 
companionship — for someone to lend us an ear, to 
offer us reassurance, or possibly to echo our deep 
feelings or inner thoughts and to understand us as a 
person. Loneliness is a powerful feeling that can have 
a huge impact on our health and well-being. It is a 
feeling of emptiness, a sensation of isolation, a feeling 
of being cut off from other humans. These feelings 
can lead to depression, which can contribute to 
drinking, eating, gambling, and relationship or drug 
problems. Being alone does not necessarily mean that 
we are lonely. A person can be alone for a long period 
of time, enjoying the things he or she does, without 
feeling at all lonely. In contrast, there are those who 
cannot stand to be alone. The American Heritage 
Dictionary says, “Alone emphasizes being apart from 
others and does not necessarily imply unhappiness. 
Lonely often connotes painful awareness of being 
alone.” 

Problems, situations and conditions have diverse effects 
on people. Some people experience loneliness when they 
move, change jobs or get a divorce. For others, it occurs 
as a result of the death of a loved one. Whatever the 
reason, you can do something about loneliness. Below are 
some suggestions to help you and your loved ones cope 
with loneliness: 
 
* Don’t suffer in silence! Acknowledge that you feel 

lonely and talk to a friend, coworker, minister or 
anyone you can trust. Ignoring your feelings can lead 
to negative behaviors that can disrupt your life and/or 
damage relationships. 

* Participate in daily social activities, even if you don’t 
feel like it. 

* Volunteer at a favorite local charity. Feeling needed 
by others is an antidote to loneliness. 

* Exercise! Physical activity releases our body’s 
“natural Prozac,” which helps combat sadness and 
depression. Even a short walk outside can change 
someone’s perspective.   

* Avoid drinking too much or do not drink at all. 
Alcohol does not drown your problems — with time, 
problems will float to the surface again. 

* Use the time you spend alone doing creative things 
and learning new skills. 

* Turn to prayer. If your faith is an important part in 
your life, remember that you are never alone! 

* Learn to talk to others and be a good listener. Focus 
on other people and their interests. 

* If you are married or involved in a serious 
relationship, do not expect your mate or partner to 
meet all of your emotional needs. Learn to give and 
take, to help and support each other. 

* Avoid pride. Forgive those who hurt you and make 
amends.
