The Outreach Commission would like us to

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W e asked, and you told us!  
 
In the first of many conversations as we revisit our mission, vision, and core values, you were asked to complete a simple survey 
giving your thoughts about who the people of St. Anne are, and who we have the potential to be. The survey closed on 
September 22, numbers were crunched over the next two days, and then, on retreat at Procter Camp and Conference Center on 
Friday evening and Saturday, September 25 and 26, our vestry read and wrestled with the results in the effort to represent our 
common understanding with clear and succinct language. 
 
About the survey: Of the 290 e-mail addresses contacted through “This Week at St. Anne,” 153 responses were offered—about 
53 percent of those addresses. Paper/pencil surveys were added to the electronic responses for that total. (Those of you who are 
interested in statistics will note that using the number of addresses contacted as a base number is not entirely precise; it was, 
however, an accessible number from which to gather some ballpark idea about the returns.) 
 
Demographically, we took note of the ages of respondents and the number of years they had been affiliated with St. Anne. 
Here’s what we found: 
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      AGE 
 >71 = 13 
 61-70 = 26 
 51-60 = 34 
 41-50 = 38 
 31-40 = 19 
 25-30 = 0 
 19-24 = 3 

YEARS AT ST. ANNE 
Less than one year = 8 
1-3 years = 35 
4-10 years = 49 
11 or more years = 61 

As you might guess, an open-ended survey such as this does not 
yield neat, tidy results; it does, however, allow respondents to 
answer questions without being led to prepackaged ideas. The good 
news: The people of St. Anne LOVE talking about St. Anne! 
Responses were positive and forward-looking almost to a person. 
 
Where are we now? Your vestry worked very hard at the retreat to 
discern the understanding and hopes of this congregation within the 
mounds of raw data. Within the next several weeks, they will 
complete preliminary work to arrive at a draft mission statement, list 
of core values, and vision statement. They will bring those products 
to you for consideration and comment before polishing. It is our 
hope that on the day of our annual meeting, January 31, 2010,  we 
will be able to celebrate these new statements of focused identity 
and ministry. 
 
The conversation has only begun . . . We’ll talk again soon!

A day of Generational Healing offers tools (e.g., a one-page 
personal/familial inventory) to gently probe into familial 
history for areas in which Jesus’ freeing touch may bring 
unexpected healing. At the close of the day, the personal 
inventories are offered at God’s altar and burned as a 
“whole burnt offering”, fragrant to the Lord. 
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All Saints’ (more info 
below) is a true 
harvest celebration – 
the harvest of God’s 
work in the world as 
we enjoy and celebrate 
the fruits of God’s 
love lived through the 
“stained glass 
windows” of 
believers’ lives – past 
and present. Most of us are familiar with the cultural 
celebration derived from “All Halloweds’ (another name for 
“All Saints’”) – Halloween – but do you know the origin of the 
jack-o’lantern…tales of spirits and goblins roaming at night…
the curious attachment to cemeteries and the dead?

A Litany of Saints (7:30 a.m.), Renewal of Baptismal Vows, 
Reading of the Necrology listing names of loved ones departed 
in the past year) at the 7:30 and 10:45 services, and the All 
Saints’ Procession (10:45 a.m.)

our necrology list, posted in the Community Room (or get the 
name to the office via phone or e-mail) 
 
wearing white (remember Pentecost’s “Wear red!”?)

A sign and a symbol both point to something, but have very 
different meanings.  A sign is not necessarily rooted in that to 
which it points.  It can be changed if needed. A symbol 
participates in that for which it stands, and it is 
unchangeable.  The deacon is a symbol of Diakona (service, 
servanthood), calling into judgment all that is contrary to the 
Diakona in the church and in the world. 
    
The book carried in the procession is not the entire Bible. It is the 
four Gospels, Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John.  The gospel 
message of course is a message of hope.  It also teaches us that 
Jesus asked, and told, us to be messengers of hope to the poor and 
the disenfranchised.  He didn’t preach in churches and 
temples.  He was rarely in one.  His life was spent in the 
community with those who were unacceptable to mainstream 
society. Deacons vow “to interpret to the church the needs, 
concerns and hopes of the world”. They remind the church of its 
true purpose, to redeem the world to Christ. Therefore, as the 
book comes in, so too comes in the message. And it is highly 
prized. It is carried aloft into the congregation with the torches, 
the procession configured in the shape of the cross. The candles 
represent bringing the light to the world, while the cross 
represents protection, banishing all things that intend to harm the 
message. 
 
The book is held low when carried back to the altar after the 
reading because the message then resides in the heart of the 
congregation.

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Influenza, also called the flu, is a contagious virus that attacks 
the respiratory tract in humans. Although symptoms may be 
similar, the flu is much different than a cold. Influenza usually 
comes on suddenly and may include fever, headache, 
tiredness, dry cough, sore throat, nasal congestion and body 
aches. As the influenza season rolls around (November 
through March, with February having the heaviest flu 
activity), you may be considering a vaccination. With 36,000 
Americans dying each year due to complications from the flu, 
you may have good reason. Even if you are not at risk for 
serious influenza, others around you may be particularly 
vulnerable to serious health problems if they are exposed to 
the flu. Therefore, you can protect those you love by receiving 
a vaccination. 
 
People with a fever, anyone who has had an allergic reaction 
to eggs or egg products or an allergic reaction to a previous 
influenza vaccination should consult with their physician 
before receiving the vaccination. Children younger than 3, 
pregnant women and people with a history of Guillain-Barre 
Syndrome should also consult with their  physician. 
 
Most people who get the flu will recover in one to two weeks, 
but some will develop life threatening complications (such as 
pneumonia) as a result. About 82 million United States 
residents get the flu each year, more than 200,000 of which 
are admitted to the hospital as a result. And the bug does not 
discriminate – even active, healthy people can get the flu. 
Those most susceptible include people age 50 and older, those 
with chronic medical conditions, and very young children. 
The flu can make chronic health problems worse. People with 
asthma may experience asthma attacks while they have the 
flu, while people with chronic congestive heart failure may 
have worsening of their condition. 
 
How the flu is passed 
The flu is spread from person to person through respiratory 
droplets, which can be spread through coughing, sneezing and 
if a person touches the droplets and then their own mouth or 
nose before washing their hands. A person can spread the flu 
starting one day before he or she feels sick. Adults can 
continue to pass the flu virus to each other for up to seven 
days after symptoms start. Symptoms start one to four days 
after the virus enters the body. The best way to prevent the flu 
is to get a flu vaccine every fall before the season starts. 
However, if you or a loved one does get the flu, it’s best to 
rest, drink plenty of fluids, take medication to relieve 
symptoms and avoid alcohol and tobacco. If you are at high 
risk for complications of the flu, consult with your health care 
provider if you develop flu-like symptoms. For more 
information about influenza and the influenza vaccine, consult 
with your physician or visit www.cdc.gov/nip.

ALL ADULTS ARE WELCOME! 
 
Of all emotional problems for which Americans seek 
treatment, the most common are the mood disorders, 
especially depression.  In any given year, major depression 
affects nearly 10% of the US population.  Even more 
worrisome, following a steady, epidemic like increase over 
the past two decades, about 4% of our adolescents now 
show the signs and symptoms of serious depression.  Some 
say that by the year 2020, depression may be classed as the 
second most common world-wide health problem after 
heart disease.  Yet, hope is at hand. Thanks to modern 
treatment methods, depression is also one of the most 
treatable illnesses.  Our speakers are well prepared to help 
us understand the nature of depression, how to recognize it, 
and what can be done to help those whose lives are spoiled 
by its effects.  Dr. Connie Wilson is an advanced practice 
psychiatric nurse and a mental health counselor with over 
thirty years of experience as a Professor of Nursing at the 
University of Cincinnati and founded the Health Resource 
Center, a clinic dedicated to helping indigent and homeless 
individuals who suffer from chronic, debilitating mental 
illness.  Dr. Bob Wilson is a mental health counselor with 
over thirty years of experience as a Professor of Counseling 
at UC and as a practicing mental health counselor and 
supervisor.  Connie and Bob are also members of the first 
graduating class of St. Anne’s Stephen Ministers. 
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
